Overland church of Christ Week4 2021 — Additional Studies on Sunday Sermons

SundayAM: “Church Growth Part4” — Two core parts of church growth were added this week in lesson4
of the series: we need “Every Member Committed to Growth” and “Great Enthusiastic Bible Classes”.

Monday Scripture: Ephesians 4:11-16

Key Idea: Every member has an important role in making the church complete, strong, and unified.

Study Questions: What 5 roles are in v11? What are 3 reasons why God gave these jobs (v12)? What
end-goals are we aiming for with our work in the church (v13-15)? Which jobs are non-essential (v16)?

Faith Builder: YOU are needed to invite others, express care, and be an enthusiastic part of services!

Tuesday Scripture: 2 Timothy 2: 2, 7, 14-16, 23-24
Key Idea: Diligent study and teaching of God’s Word leads to better bible students and better teachers.

Study Questions: Make a diagram of who is teaching and getting taught (v2). What do we “consider”
and “remember” (v7, 14-16)? What topics do we shun (v23)? What is a trait of God’s servant (v24)?

Action Item: Who is a Bible teacher or preacher that greatly influenced you? Send them a note today.

Wednesday Scripture: 2 Peter 1:1

Midweek Edification: A “like precious faith” puts a high value on our brethren! Is your Bible study done?

SundayPM: Song service emphasizing “joy” with songs like Give Thanks with Gratefulness, Sing and Be
Happy, Count Your Blessings, Rainbow in the Cloud, and My God, | Thank You, Who Have Made (#415).

Thursday Scripture: Psalm 51:12 and 2 Peter 1:9

Key ldea: Always put in remembrance the details and great joy you have in your salvation in Christ.

Study Questions: What did David ask God to restore? Why did David lose his joy (hint: another 3-letter
word that starts with “s” will make you lose your joy)? What did Peter say that blind Christians forget?

Godly Wisdom: Keep your heart right as God helps you through the trials of life (Proverbs 4:23).

Friday Scripture: 1 Corinthians 2:9 and Romans 8:38-39

Key ldea: Our abundance of earthly blessings does not compare to God’s eternal home for His people!

Study Questions: Think on song #415 Verse 4: “I thank You, Lord, that You have kept The best in store;
We have enough, yet not too much To long for more; A yearning for a deeper peace Not known before.”

Prayer Idea: Colossians 4:12-13 — Pray fervently for a church, brother, or topic that you have zeal for.

Saturday Scripture: Colossians 1:20-23
Sunday Prep: Bible study done? Bible/pen/paper packed? Let’s continue strong in the precious faith!
